Thousands of trees have been planted for
screening, and destination food plots and hunt set-
ups have been in place for years. This tract has a
rich history of mature deer harvest and abundant
turkey populations. Lots of the property has been
left in tall native cover, creating ideal deer bedding
and seclusion. The tall grass species present are also
home to a thriving pheasant and quail population.
There are 2 dug ponds, a wooded seasonal draw,

and a spring-fed creek that meanders north to south

with old-growth timber excellent for tree stands and
roosting spring turkeys. This neighborhood is known
for producing trophy whitetail year after year. This
would make the perfect hunting retreat for year-round
opportunities.
